WHY IPC

▪ Punches of different

▪ head shapes

▪ punch shapes

▪ lengths

▪ Bushings

▪ with/without collar

▪ of different shapes

▪ with conical/cylindrical clearance bore

▪ Retainers
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THE JUNGLE OF PRECISION PARTS
WHY IPC

▪ Simplifying the selection of the required components, taking into account the 

specific parameters

▪ Material to be punched and sheet thickness result in cutting clearance

▪ Plausibility check – Selection of possible combinations only

▪ Time saving

▪ No cumbersome browsing/searching in the catalog (print/online)

▪ Download of CAD geometries in „one step“

▪ Handover of the ordering list

▪ Reduction of ordering errors

▪ Article numbers are plausible to the ERP system – only what works is generated
